To facilitate students to engage in on-line learning at home, the
Education Bureau and the Environmental Protection Department will jointly
organize the ‘Computer Recycling Programme’ in the 2008/09 to 2009/10
school years.

You will be eligible to apply for the Programme now if you are
attending primary 1 to secondary 7 and receiving financial assistance from the
School Textbook Assistance Scheme or Senior Secondary Fee Remission
Scheme, OR your family is receiving the Comprehensive Social Security
Assistance.

You may choose to apply for plans A or B according to your need. If
your application is successful, plan A will provide you with one set of recycled
computer together with one-year free computer maintenance service and
one-year free Internet access service while under plan B, one-year free Internet
access service is provided. Afier the initial one-year free Internet access
service, the designated Internet service provider will continue to offer a
favourable Internet access service plan for beneficiaries for two years.

The application method is very simple. You only need to complete
an application form and send it direct to us or through your school. If you
